Apologies were received from John Grimshaw, Peter King and Chris Spencer.

Action Notes
The meeting agenda was focussed on health issues:

1. Cavill Associates were invited to present the data from the health baseline survey undertaken in the Cycling Demonstration Towns (CDTs) to measure levels of physical activity.

2. It was agreed that the questionnaire and top-line summary of the baseline data should be made available as soon as possible to the CDTs. The full data set would be given to the CDTs by Nick Cavill with appropriate explanation as to their potential uses and limitations at the planned CDT ‘soft measures’ training day.

Action: Cavill Associates to contact CDTs and liaise with Sally Killips (CDT Coordinator) to ensure inclusion of data explanation at soft measures training day
3. Alison Hill and Nick Cavill briefly summarised progress to date which was mainly advisory, and preparation work: the Cycling England health strategy was drawn up and agreed; an action plan agreed to October 2006; baseline research done in CDTs; review of ‘the evidence’ for health benefits of cycling completed; and initial work undertaken engaging with regional government bodies including 3 Government Offices.
4. A discussion ensued about how the agreed Health strategy should be most effectively delivered. Discussion took place around four areas: A health demonstration project / health work in the CDTs; regional government and local authority engagement; health related cycle training / referral; and working with the NHS.  It was agreed that leverage, focus and impact as Cycling England’s guiding principles should inform any decisions over how to deliver the health strategy. It was agreed that this would most likely result in a health demonstration project although this might not be in a CDT.  Work should still continue with the Department of Health to influence the NHS and with the regions as part of the current action plan.

Action: Alison Hill / Cavill Associates to draw up a proposal.
Other points / issues:

5. Phillip Darnton suggested that small groups of Board members should meet over the coming months to discuss Cycling England’s role in the context of the 2007 Spending Round and beyond.

Action: Phillip Darnton to arrange
6. It was noted that Cycling England’s ‘Leadership’ programme, not funded in 2005/6, would now be delivered through a number of work strands: by the new Local Authority Support Team, through planned Health work and partly as a strand in planned Communications work with Local Authorities.  It was agreed that this needed to be coordinated in order to be most effective.

Action: Steve Garidis to arrange a telephone conference with appropriate Board members to discuss. 

Action: Steve Garidis to arrange a meeting between the new Local Authority Support Team and Board champions for this area.
7. It was noted that Tricia Hayes, manager of Cycling England’s sponsoring division at the Department for Transport was moving onto another post within the DfT.  Her replacement, Nigel Campbell, would start at the end of the month.

8. It was suggested that the September Cycling England Board meeting be held in one of the Cycling Demonstration Towns.

Action: Steve Garidis to discuss with Sally Killips and arrange at the most appropriate venue.
